Pack2 Rehoboth Recycling Program 

 

 

 

 

Summary  
Pack2 enjoys a strong relationship with our community.  As such we are the only pack in Rehoboth 

allowed to set up a recycling bin within the Transfer Station to collect bottles and cans.  Our recycling 

program helps support our community while instilling good teamwork and responsibility in our Cub 

Scouts.  

We estimate we annually prevent 43,500 bottles and cans from going into the Rehoboth landfill.  If 

those bottles and cans were to be laid down end to end, they would reach from the Palmer River School 

all the way to the Newman YMCA!  Additionally our pack gains roughly $1,200 per year from this 

program.  These funds help offset costs for uniform badges, pins, belt loops and other awards.  Lastly, 

our recycling program assists our cub scout earn rank specific awards and work towards the World 

Conversation and Leave No Trace Awards.

These instructions are geared toward the Cub Scout/parent team which is designated during a month as 

outlined by the Pack2 Responsibility Guide and as requested by the den leadership. 

Our program overview 
There are basically two processes to our program.  First, we make weekly trips collecting from the 

Transfer Station and bringing those items to Redemption Plus.  Second, we submit news articles 

quarterly to local media to heighten awareness of our program.  These news outlets include our 

website, the Rehoboth Now website, the Rehoboth Reporter and less occasionally the Channel 9 

community scroll. This document will provide details and helpful hints for completing both. 

Recycling ɀ Helpful Hints 

Before you go 
¶ Since the Transfer Station is only open Tuesdays and Saturdays, those tend to be the best days 

to plan for drop-off to Redemption Plus.  Keep in mind the Hours of Operation for both facilities 

as you plan your trip. 

¶ It is best to have an SUV, pickup, or trailer for the pick-up from the Transfer Station.  With 

weekly pick-ups, our bin gets fairly full.  A full bin is roughly the capacity of a pickup bed. 

¶ If using an SUV, use a tarp to protect your ǾŜƘƛŎƭŜΩǎ interior.  Town members are kind enough to 

donate to our cause but they often do not thoroughly clean the bottles and cans.  

¶ Bring protective gloves for clearing the transfer station bin.  

¶ There is usually no need to bring additional bags or boxes to load the bottles and cans. 

¶ Sometimes there are so many recyclables where more than one trip to Redemption Plus is 

necessary.  Plan on about an hour overall which would account for multiple trips. 

¶ Your Cub Scout can wear anything, including regular clothes, Class-Bs or even Class-As.  The kids 

are generally able to stay clean while helping. 

¶ Whatever they wear, they should also carry a positive attitude.  More often than not while 

collecting from the bin or dropping off at Redemption Plus a town member will be dropping off 

recycling too.  This is a great opportunity then for the Cub Scout to greet, help unload items and 

thank that donor. `

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Transfer Station notes 
¶ The Rehoboth Transfer Station 

is open on Tuesdays from 4pm 

to 7pm and on Saturdays from 

8am to 3pm.  They are located 

at the intersection of Plain 

Street and Martin Street in the 

south end of Rehoboth.  

¶ As you drive down the access 

road within the Transfer Station 

complex there will be a fork in 

the road.  Travel to the right 

then stop at the mobile trailer 

office on the left.  Let them 

know you are from Pack2 and 

are there to pick up our recycling 

donations.  You will then follow 

a row of large transfer station 

dumpsters on your left and next 

to the last one is our white wooden recycling bin.  It has a sign on the lower front that reads 

www.pack2rehoboth.com. 

¶ Transfer Station passes or stickers are not needed in order to collect from our recycling bin.  

¶ The transfer station and bin area is safe enough for participation by cub scouts and siblings, who 

we encourage to help out.  They can gain an appreciation for teamwork and responsibility while 

helping to unload the bin and load your vehicle.  HOWEVER, THEY MUST BE CLOSELY 

SUPERVISED.  There is sometimes broken glass in the bin and surrounding area, there are plenty 

of moving vehicles, and the Transfer Station in general should not be considered a play area. 

¶ It seems to be most efficient to first take the boxed bottles and cans out of the bin and load 

them into your vehicle.  Then set aside half filled bags found in the bin.  Then load the filled bags 

from the bin into your vehicle.  Any remaining bottles or cans left in the bin could then be put 

into those half filled bags that were set aside. 

Redemption Plus notes 
¶ The Rehoboth Redemption Center is open Monday 

through Friday, 9am to 5pm and on Saturdays from 

9am to 4pm.  Their phone number is (508) 336-2669.  

They are located at 513 Winthrop Street (Rte 44) in 

Rehoboth, about 1 3/4th miles west of the Palmer 

River School. 

¶ The bottles and cans are redeemed at a rate of $.03 

per if unsorted and $.04 if sorted.  There is no

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additional reimbursement if cleaned.  Most parents do not clean or sort and this is perfectly 

acceptable.  

¶ When you start bringing bagged and boxed bottles and cans into the Redemption Plus building, 

you can stack them up in front of the counter and let the staff there know it is for Pack2 

Rehoboth.  This is very important since there are other organizations which drop off recycling. 

¶ Unloading at Redemption Plus is also a good opportunity for Cub Scouts and siblings to help out.  

Again, they should be supervised due to the closeness to Rte 44 and numerous moving vehicles 

in the parking lot. 

¶ Reimbursement checks are picked up by Pack2 leadership on a quarterly basis.  There is 

therefore no need to wait for the staff to count or separate the items afterwards. 

Community Awareness ɀ Helpful Hints 

General topics 
¶ If you are assigned recycling duties for the 1st Saturday of January, April, July or October then 

you are also asked to submit articles to the various news outlets. 

¶ The Rehoboth Reporter requires news articles to be submitted by the 26th of every month in 

order to get them ƛƴǘƻ ǘƘŜ ƴŜȄǘ ƳƻƴǘƘΩǎ ŜŘƛǘƛƻƴΦ 

¶ Keep each article simple and upbeat, with the message containing the points that we are 

helping the community and that we are helping our boys learn responsibility. 

¶ Some town members do not help the pack because they do not want to go all the way to the 

Transfer Station.  An article is one of the great ways to help explain that people can go directly 

to Redemption Plus and let the staff there know ƛǘΩǎ ŦƻǊ tŀŎƪнΦ 

¶ Pictures, especially of the Cub Scouts in action, are a great addition and are always welcome. 

¶ We generally do not include ōƻȅΩǎ names in photo captions or in the body of the article.  Instead
